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HIGHLIGHTS OF THE YEAR

A) An installation on the theme PRABHAT TO FTII, capturing the historic
journey from Prabhat Film Company to Film and Television Institute of India was
inaugurated on 14" March, 2020. It marks a major event in the diamond jubilee year
celebrations of the Institute. The installation was jointly inaugurated by FTII alumni of the
oldest batch and family representatives of the owner-partners of the erstwhile Prabhat Film
Company. Kuldip Sud (Sound Recording, 1961), Mehboob Khan (Editing, 1961), Yogesh
Mathur (Editing, 1962) and Suresh Naik (Motion Picture Photography, 1962) were present
on the occasion. The structure comprises of two giant camera replicas covering a century of
transformation, from Mitchell (20th Century) to ARRI Alexa (21st Century) represented
Prabhatand FTII respectively. The mammoth replica also represents the technological
changes from the early era of Indian Cinema (Prabhat) to the present Indian film industry
(FTII). The concept, design and execution of this magnificent installation was by
Ashutosh Kavishwar, Assistant Professor, Dept of Art Direction and Production =~ Design.
Moments captured on camera during the student days of many iconic film actors, actresses,
directors, technicians were on display. The FTII era gallery included several academic
activities and events that took place over six decades of the Institute. The installation was
on display till October 2020.

B) Alife-size replica of Kargil War Memorial in Dras (Ladakh) was set up
at FTII Main Gate in commemoration of 20 years of victory in Kargil War. The
installation was inaugurated by Maj Gen RV Singh, VSM, MG Army Suppliers
Core(ASC) Southern Command on the eve of Kargil Vijay Divas (26th July 2019). The
setting up of Kargil War Memorial real-life replica was in line with FTII's biannual re-
creation of monuments of national importance in the Campus to mark Republic
Day and Independence Day----Amritsar's JALLIANWALA BAGH (Independence Day
2016); Andaman's CELLULAR JAIL (Republic Day 2017); Delhi's INDIA GATE WAR
MEMORIAL (Independence Day 2017) Kanyakumari's SWAMI VIVEKANANDA
ROCK MEMORIAL (Republic Day 2018); Ahmedabad's Sabarmati Ashram HRIDAY
KUN]J (Independence Day 2018) and Delhi's RA] GHAT (Republic Day 2019). Like other
re-creations in previous years, this one too has been conceptualized by FT1I's Dept. of Art
Direction and Production Design

e Smarananjali: Remembering Guru Dutt: A uniquely crafted event to




commemorate the legendary actor-director's death anniversary (10" October) included
screening of films/ documentaries like IN SEARCH OF GURU DUTT (authored by Ms
Nasreen Munni Kabir, an acclaimed television producer, director & author) and 'Mr. & Mrs.
55', a romantic comedy, starring Guru Dutt and Madhubala. FTII's distinguished guest for
the event was celebrated screenwriter, Shri Kamlesh Pandey whose keynote speech was on
—Parchaiyon Ki Sultanat Ka Sultan. A surprise visit by film maker Sanjay Leela Bhansali and
hisimpromptu address was the highlight of the event.

e Smarananjali: Remembering Sanjeev Kumar: An enthralling tribute was
paid to the legendary actor Sanjeev Kumar on 9-10 November. The two-day event was
inaugurated on November 9th by Ms. Moushumi Chatterjee, the acclaimed actor of well-
known films such as BALIKA BADHU, PARINEETA, ROTI KAPDA AUR MAKAN,
BENAAM and ANGOOR. Moushumi Chatterjee shared her views on a range of topics
including anecdotes from her early life, memories of her father in law Hemant Kumar,
the story of her entering the film world, her approach to the acting craft, her
interactions with Sanjeev Kumar and her advice to young actors. The event also saw
some breath taking enactment of songs from memorable Sanjeev Kumar movies by FTII
Acting students. The second day of the event featured an interesting introduction to
Gulzar's AANDHI followed by the screening of the epic classic. Later, students analysed
Sanjeev Kumar's style of acting and the audience were treated to a screening of another
Gulzar classic-ANGOOR.

e International Women's Day was celebrated with weeklong activities and
programmes from 2nd to 7th March 2020 on the UN theme I am Generation Equality:
Realising Women's Rights. A symposium was inaugurated by veteran filmmaker Sumitra
Bhave and renowned social activist Dr. Kiran Moghe. An interactive discussion followed on
her process of making thought-provoking cinema for over three decades. Another
symposium began with a panel discussion by women stalwarts of FTII in various technical
tields —Ms Ruksana Tabassum (Direction), Ms Malini Dasari (Cinematography), Ms Dorthy
Verma (Art Direction), Ms Ketki Pandit (Screenwriting), Ms Naina Trivedi (Acting), Ms
Yasha Ramchandani (Editing) on the topic Genre of Gaze. An interactive talk and safety
demonstration was also organized for the security of women, in coordination with Pune
Police on how to stop domestic violence, child sexual abuse and tackling cybercrimes. The
Damini Marshal team of Police demonstrated simple techniques that women can use in
order to save themselves from attack. A cultural event was inaugurated by Ms Anu Aga
(Former Chairperson, Thermax and Former Rajya Sabha MP) who shared her life story with
the audience and motivated them to follow their dreams. A short film on the housekeeping
staff by TV wing students of FTII was also screened. An interactive talk on Mental Health
for Women was also held with Dr. Kalpana Raval, a Psychiatrist.




e FTII organised Padaarpan - Momentous Milestones, under which
screenings of FTII students Diploma films and project films are held. Organised on 18th
May 2019, the event featured noted filmmaker and FTII alumnus from 1981 Direction batch,
Shri Dilip Ghosh. The event featured screening of two films including his FTII Diploma film
Tira and Hindi film, Commando. Padaarpan is FTIIs unique initiative which was
inaugurated by Sh Shatrughan Sinha, Actor and FTII alumnus in August2017.

e FTII organised Baithak, an event on Prabhat Film Company and its
contribution to Indian Cinema in association with Sahapedia and Pune Heritage Walk on
30th August 2019. The event featured lectures by Prof. Amit Tyagi, ex-Dean FTII and Shri
Nitin Patki, Projectionist FTII who took the audience through the glorious past of
Prabhat Film Company.

e Atwo-day PARADIGM SHIFT workshop for new batch of TV students was
conducted to empower students to focus on finding their own unique self expression and
have access to creating and nurturing relationships, given that Cinema and Television
are collaborative media. Ms Arunaraje Patil, FTII alumna, filmmaker, motivational
speaker and life coach conducted the 2-day workshop based on the concepts of holistic
education. The students went through a process of self discovery, understanding human
behaviour through a lot of specially designed exercises and interactive participation
which drove home qualities such as, being responsible, enhancing creativity,
appreciation and acceptance of diverse and multiple viewpoints.

e  FTIIunveiled its special Diamond Jubilee logo.

e FTII also announced a Golden Chance Scheme for awarding diploma to all
its alumni who could not receive it earlier.

The Film Institute of India was set-up in 1960. After the Television Wing was
added in 1974 it came to be known as Film and Television Institute of India and was
registered as a Society in October, 1974 under the Registration of Societies Act, 1860.
The FTII Society consists of eminent personalities connected with Film, Television,
Communication, Culture, Alumni of the Institute and Ex-Officio Government
Members and is governed by a Governing Council, headed by Chairman.

The admission notice for the academic year 2019 was published on 31.12.2018 in all leading
newspapers. Online Admission Procedure was adopted for the year 2019. Last date for
applying online was 07.02.2019.

Consequent upon the advertisement for admission for the year 2019, total 6125 applications
were received. Written Examination was conducted on 24.02.2019 at 27 centers across India.

FILM APPRECIATION COURSE

Summer Course in Film Appreciation — FTII along with NFAI, Pune conducted the
44" edition of Summer Course in Film Appreciation from 7" May — 1" June 2019. The 4
week-long course had 79 participants from 16 states of India and also from
Bangladesh. The course featured FTII faculty members, acclaimed filmmakers and
also film historians who taught different aspects of film making, film history, film
movements, technology and also types of cinema, ranging from Indian Regional
Cinema to World Cinema. The course was inaugurated by internationally acclaimed
National award winning filmmaker and FTII alumnus Shri Shaji Karun on 7" May
2019, followed by screening of his latest film Olu.

Winter Film Appreciation Course — A 14-day Winter Film Appreciation Course
thematically titled “Film Appreciation through the Lens of Life” was inaugurated
on 1* December 2019, at the hands of National Award winning Actor, Girish
Kulkarni. 16 men and 8 women from 11 states participated in the course which was
organised in collaboration with NFAI A total of 24 participants had enrolled to the
course. Ms. Arunaraje Patil, Filmmaker, Editor and winner of 5 National Awards was
the Course Director.

BOOKLIBRARY

FTII library is considered in the category of special libraries, because of uniqueness in its
subjecti.e “Film studies”. Collection of the library is combination of print, digital and audio
visual resources.

Print collection of 31313 books, 13 periodicals (Indian / International) of the library includes
books, periodicals, bound volumes (old periodicals) related to “film studies” as a core
subject which includes many subjects like world cinema, Indian cinema, film direction,
cinematography, editing, acting, sound engineering, film & TV production, art direction
and production design, screenplay writing. Collection also deals with other areas like
fiction, drama, poetry, visual arts, history, psychology, philosophy, social science etc.

Library subscribes to 8 newspapers (English, Marathi and Hindji).

Similarly, term papers, dissertations and scripts submitted by students form important part
of both print and digital collection of the library.

6500 audio visual resources includes collection in various formats which includes Indian
and international feature films, documentaries, student films, TV programmes etc.

It is an open access library which works in an automated environment by using web based
software. All the library circulation activities & maintenance of library database is done
through the software.

Consequently FTIl has not
booked the respective assets/repairs and maintenance expenditure incurred.
Accordingly the financial statements are misstated to that extent. We are unable to
quantify the financial impact of the above on the financial statements of FTII.

* Huge old outstanding balance of deposits
It was observed that there is a huge balance of about 20 crore pending with CCW for
CCW for last few years, Since the proper record of expenditure are not obtain from CCW
we are unable to identify whether there actually any balance pending with CCW or
whether FTII was unable to record expenditure/ assets against the money paid in
advance to CCW. Moreover no balance confirmation has been obtained from CCW. We
are unable to quantify the financial impact of the above on financial statements of FTII.

B. The FTII has adopted the accrual system of accounting for maintaining its books of accounts,
However it was observed that FTIl has accounted for some of its expenses on cash basis. As such
expenses for which work has been carried out and the payment is due but the vendor’s have not
been paid have not been recorded in the books of accounts. As such the expenses are
understated to that extent, Moreover sundry creditors pertaining to these expenses have also
been understated to the same extent. We are unable to quantify the financial impact of this on
the financial statements of the institute.

Without qualifying our opinion, we draw attention on certain matters stated in the Annexure to Audit

The above advances have given by FTII to the Civil Construction Wing (Ccw) of all
All India Radio{AIR) for the construction and repairs of various assets for FTIL

However it was observed that :-

« No proper details of expenditure provided
CCW does not provide proper details of expenditure incurred on behalf of

FTII. Only a statement was provided till 315 March, 2019 which stated the
total expenditure incurred. Supporting bill were not provided to FTI. in
financial year 2019-20, even this summary sheet was not provided. As a
result FTIl has not booked expenditure incurred by CCW against deposits
maintained with CCW for F.Y 2019-20. Consequently FTII has not booked
the respective assets/repairs and maintenance expenditure incurred.
Accordingly the financial statements are mistated to that extent. We are
unable to quantify the financial impact of the above on the financial
statements of FTIL.

¢ Huge old outstanding balance of deposits

It was observed that there is a huge balance of about 20 crore pending with
CCW for CCW for last few years. Since the proper record of expenditure are
not obtain from CCW we are unable to identify whether there is actually
any balance pending with CCW or FTII has failed to record expenditure/
assets against the money advance to CCW.

2. Expenses are booked when they are paid :
. ETIl follows accrual system of accounting for preparation of its financial
statements. However it is observed that expenses are booked in the books only
when they are paid, and not when they accrue. Expenses due as on 31/03/2020

should be provided in the books of accounts. -
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3. Fixed Asset :

A. Fixed Assets Register:-
As informed by the management during the current year, FTIl has undertaken the

exercise of physical verification of fixed assets. Accordingly a fixed asset register
containing the department wise list of fixed assets has been prepared. However the
WDV of fixed assets as per register does not match with the WDV as per the audited
financial statements.

This is on account of various reasons like-
a) Some equipment has been donated to FTll/transferred to FTIl from other

departments etc. Such equipment does not appear in the financial statements of
FTIL

In our opinion FTIl should undertake the exercise of reconciliation of balance of fixed
assets as per fixed assets register with the balance as per financial statements. If
necessary the balance appearing in the books may be revalued to match with the value
of fixed assets as per fixed assets register so that the true value of fixed assets can be

reflected in the Balance sheet of FTII.

B. Impairment of Assets:-
Assets are not discarded from books unless sent for auction. FTIl does not have any

machinery to review whether any asset appearing in balance sheet is impaired. In the
circumstances FTIl may have several fixed assets appearing in the books which might be
impaired.

FTII should take immediate measures to check existence, working conditions of assets &
most importantly their remaining useful life & value at which these assets are reflected
in the balance sheet as on 31.03.2020. Accordingly FTIl should recognize impairment of

assets in its books of accounts.

C. Insurance of Equipment: —
FTIl is in possession of large number of costly film making equipment that is handled by

the students of FTIl. The cost of some equipment handled by the students is in crores.
This equipment is frequently transported to different places for the purpose of
cnmpieﬂnn of projects of students of the institute. One cannot rule out the possibility of
occurrence of mishaps during the course of transportation/completion of assignments.
FTII currently has not insured the equipment possessed by it. In the circumstances it is
recommended that the Equipment is adequately insured. ' e
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5.

It is explained to us that repairs & construction work is carried out by the Institute through
Executive Engineer (Civil) Civil Construction Wing, All India Radio, a Government
Organization & hence no tenders are invited.
a. The expenditure is booked directly on the basis of annual summary of expenses
received from CCW.
b. Immediate steps need to be taken to set up proper procedure for the checking of all
the work done by CCW: AIR and also the payments made.

Provisions
As explained to us, FTIl is receiving Grant in aid for all expenditure including pensioner

benefits (i.e. Gratuity, Leave encashment & Matching Contribution of CPF) for its
employees who are retiring in the current year.

However, no provision for retirement benefits as per actuarial valuation is made.

Thus Accounting Standard 15 “Revised Employee Benefits “of ICAl is not complied with.

Inventory

a. Valuation:-
Raw Stock includes stock of old raw films. It is informed and explained to us; raw

stock, consumables and stationery are valued at cost, as per the consistent, practice
followed by the Institute in the earlier years. FTIl is unable to determine whether the
said stock is useable or obsolete. As such realizable value of stock may be less than its
carrying value.

b. Consumption Reports:-
In case of raw stock, Consumable stores, consumption of these items is taken as

difference between opening stock and closing stock. No consumption reports of the
above stocks are maintained to ascertain the wastage, shortages etc. to arrive at the
correct consumption.

¢. Raw Stock:-
There is an opening stock of raw stock & consumables of Rs. 69,82,125.56/- as on

01/04/2019. This is appearing in the balance sheet.

However during the year FTIl has purchased additional raw stock amounting to
Rs.1,32,168.60/-. The opening inventory of raw stock has not been touched.

In the circumstances it is difficult to understand as to why FTIl is purchasing raw stock
even though it has huge inventory of raw stock on hand which is usable.

Decrease in revenue
As explained to us, FTIl is receiving Grant in aid for all expenditures and mainly depending

on the government grants, During the year, it was observed that fees and subscriptions
have decreased from 5.17 Cr to 3.78 Cr showing an decrease of Rs. 1.39 Cr as compare to
last year. Efforts should be made to.increase own generation of funds.

Books and periodicals
It was found that books and periodicals purchased by library department are booked

under wrong head of “HRD Plan”. They should be booked under the head of “Books and
Periodicals”.

Negative cash balance
Physical verification of cash on hand was carried out on 16/12/2020. During physical

verification it was observed that the balance of cash in hand as on 16/12/2020 was -574
(Negative Five hundred seventy four only) as per cash book. Moreover the cash book was
not properly maintained many of the entries in the cash book were overwritten. The cash
book was neither signed by accountant nor by the chief accountant officer.

it was found that bills of various expenses have been directly debited to expenses account
instead of routing through the individual accounts of the parties. This is highly
objectionable from the internal control point of view. In the absence of such individual
accounts of the parties, TDS liability also can not be ascertained properly. This practice
should be stopped immediately. In spite of our remark in last audit report the same

practice has been continued in current year.

it was observed that in many cases statutory payments such as TDS, professional tax,
provident fund are not made within the statutory period. Amounts collected and amounts
paid do nntlmatch in most of the cases. These accounts are not being monitored properly.
Care should be taken in depositing the above payments within the time limit. Some of the
challans not received but they provide to us OLTAS screenshot for our verification.

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12. GST:
During FY 2013-20 FTIl has claimed exemption from GST for its diploma courses under

Entry no. 66, Notification No 12/2017 CGST rate dated 28/06/2017 as the above
diploma courses are recognized by AlU.

SKIFT (short term courses) conducted by FTIl (are not recognized by law) do not fall
under preview of the above exemption. As such FTII has paid GST on the above courses.
However it was observed that FTIl may avail exemption from GST for SKIFT courses
under entry no 80 of notification 12/2017 which exempts “services by way of training or
coaching in recreational activities pertaining to arts and culture by Charitable entities
registered under section 12AA of the Income Tax Act”,. FTIl is in the process of obtaining
Advance ruling in the said matter as to whether SKIFT courses are covered within the
ambit of the said notification. Since ITC is not available against exempt outward supply
of FTIl, balance of input tax credit appearing in the Balance Sheet to the tune of Rs. -
1,40,23,371.20 may not be sustainable. The Deficit in Income & Expenditure Account
may be affected to that extent for F.Y 2018-20.

Depreciation is recognized (other than on capital work-in-progress) on a written down
value basis over the estimated useful lives of assets. Depreciation on assets acquired/
